Activity Elements

Listed below are elements that are important for a blended or online learning activity. These elements are based on the work by Gilly Salmon’s E-tivities. You don’t need to list these in the activity, rather use them as a guidelinefor yourself in your activity design.

Spark: This can be the activity name, a heading or an entire paragraph. It doesn't really matter as long as it hooks your students - it should be motivating and capture their interest.

Purpose: Explain why this activity is important not only for the learning process, but also for  individual participants.

Task: This should be a detailed description of what the participant or the group has to do. Make the task as specific as possible. For example, state a number of words ('max. 200 words') or describe another deliverable (an image, file or presentation).To make it easier, you can break this into steps using a numbered or bulleted list.

Interaction/response: This is a suggestion for how to interact with or respond to other students. This stimulus may be needed more often in the early stages of your course, but it is good to state your expectations.

Time indication: Clearly state how much time your students should spend on an activity, and when you want them to wrap it up.

Resources or previous work: Include references to resources you provide or that can be found elsewhere. Unless hunting for resources is one of the course objectives, your students will appreciate having a starting point. Referring students to previous work can have the same effect.

Feedback: If you like to be comprehensive, include notes to yourself in your activity write-up on the answers or work you expect from students, and prepare feedback to give them later. This will save you time when you run the course and can be a growing resource for you, fellow teachers, and later cohorts of students. 
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
